
This paper records the source references for the 
origin of the shiplift method of dry docking ships. 
The earliest system was a screwdock built in New 
York in 1827 by Captain Jesse Hurd. It would ap-

pear that only three other true screwdocks were 
built but that variations of the system led to the 
modern steel wire rope shiplift.
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
